I have also made some 
drawings of representative octagons as to 
size, elongation, outer lines, inner circle, 
interior arrangement of letters and numbers, 
and other pertinent factors.

Much of the listing is still in a state of 
formation and compilation. Neither the list 
nor the potential type-chart are refined as 
yet. There may also be a few towns from Dr. 
Thompson's notes that are misspelled or listed 
under the wrong state. Some listings are not 
yet in alphabet sequence. However, I believe 
that the listing is in a sufficiently complete 
state that it can be of benefit to the members. 
Suggestions will be appreciated.
